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Horin Fukudji (1920-2012), a Japanese ‘Nihonga® painter originally from
Yonezawa lost the use of his left eye at the age of 6 due to an accident.
Despite this, he never gave up on his dream of being a painter and went
on to become an acclaimed and devoted artist whose works never felt
impaired by his vision.

Even when met with the life changing event of being sent to war, Horin
found reason to return back to Japan alive in his dream of becoming a
painter. When faced with the purity of Japanese nature and his life work
of the Himalayas, it was then that the artistry and technique of Horin,
with a delicate and kind view of nature, but also a strong and intense
energy, was born.

A magnificent nighttime birds eye view of the Himalays was considered
to be Horin’s magnum opus — receiving high praise from critics. Horin
went on to become a mainstay of the Nihon Bijutsuin (Japan
Visual Arts Academy), spent many years as a member of the
Japan Art Academy, and was awarded the order of culture in
2004. The exhibition celebrates 100 years since the birth of
Horin, with a collection of his most important works where you
can enjoy the journey of Horin as a painter, and as a person.
